Chris Stout beat Noah Browne 3-0 to
win the boys under 13 title and in a
nerve wracking finish to the boys under
11 championships Ryan Spencer Arscott
beat off the challenge from Abraham
D’Leon Saul and Laird Simmons to win
the title.
